Greetings from Oak Bluffs and the community within the Farm Pond watershed.  This letter is to share with you an urgent, time sensitive matter. 

To the best of our knowledge the attached Permit #NAE-2009-1731 from Department of the Army New England District, Corps of Engineers Regulatory Division CENAE-R-PEA is the last federal permit that Mass Highways requires prior to approving and issuing the Mass Highway Access Permit to open the second culvert on Farm Pond, which is blocked by cement caps on either side.

Our permit from the Corps of Engineers expires in 1/2010. It’s taken years of work to get to this point. We ask you to please issue the permit from the Massachusetts Highway Department (application attached) so the work of many people will not be wasted, and more importantly, to save Farm Pond from irreversible and rapid degradation, which poses a hazard to the Federal, State, Town and private property surrounding the Pond and within its watershed.
